A371

Wells Holiday Park lies 19 miles south of Bristol on the A371, half a mile out side Wells and at the

foot of the Mendip hills.

FROM THE NORTH AND BIRMINGHAM (M5), LONDON AND THE EAST (M4) OR SOUTH WALES
(M4).

All these motorways converge north of Bristol. Take the M5 south and exit at junction 22 (Burnham-on-Sea &
Cheddar). Take the A38 towards Cheddar & Bristol for 5 miles then turn right onto the A371 towards Cheddar and
Wells. Stay on the A371 for approximately 6 miles until you reach Haybridge, and will see Haybridge Park on the right
hand side.

FROM THE SOUTH WEST (M5).

Exit at junction 22 (Burnham-on-Sea and Cheddar) then follow the directions as above.

FROM SHEPTON MALLET / WELLS.

Take the A371 sign posted to Weston-super-Mare. We are on the left hand side just as you come out of Wells.

FROM BRISTOL (A38).

Traveling from Bristol (A38) for 16 miles turn left sign-posted Cheddar/Axbridge (A371). Travel for approximately 6
miles until you reach Haybridge, and you will see Haybridge Park on the right hand side. 

PUBLIC TRANSPORT.

Buses to and from Weston-super-Mare and Wells Stop just outside the Park entrance, as do buses from Bristol although
these are not so frequent. The nearest railway station is at Weston-super-Mare.

Cars to be parked within your own pitch in respect of other guests.

Campsite Rules

Pitches must be vacated by 11.30am on day of departure unless agreed otherwise. 

Dog owners are responsible for ensuring that their dogs, that foul on the site MUST be picked up. If not they will be
asked to leave. Dogs are kept on leads at all times.

No Ball games around caravans and campers. No (petrol) radio controled cars, scooters ect.

All campers are asked to keep noise to a minimum after 10.30pm.

No camp fires on site.

Barbeques allowed. Please KEEP OFF grass and be aware of increased fire hazard.
